The Mid-Western

Originally built in 1954, the home was revolutionary at the time for its T-shaped split-level plan, which allowed for a more
spacious, two-sfory bedroom wing. The home was originally designed by the architecture firm Linscott, Kiene & Haylett, whose
work can still be seen in many Kansas City area civic, business, religious, and educational structures. The Mid-Western was
chosen by the Kansas City Star as the most popular house in the 1954 Parade of Homes and both the architecture firm and the
builder, Jed K. Giles, were honored in 1956 by House and Home magazine for the Mid-Western's contribution to housing
progress. The current owner wanted to honor the history of the house but also wanted to open up the main spaces to be more
in keeping with 21st-century living and to have a larger and more gracious feel.

Our client desired a pavilion that would provide a bath, shower/dressing area, outdoor kitchen, shaded living area, and
mechanical systems housing for their new natural pool. The project presented two challenges. First, the structure could

not exceed 200 square feet per city regulations. Second, the project site was a fight semi-urban lot, so we had limited space
in which to locate the new structure and alsoretain some of the yard space and privacy from the neighbors.

Inspired by the concept of a delicate yet modern trellis, we developed the project as a pergola with discrete enclosed
